* Bureau Rehabilitation and Values Enhancement (BRAVE) Program — a cognitive-behavioral, residential treatment program
for young males serving 1st sentence, to create a smoother adjustment to prison.

* Challenge Program — a program for male inmates in Penitentiary (High Security) facilities. Treats those with
substance abuse and/or mental illness disorders (psychotic, mood, anxiety, or personality).

Federal Prison Industries Program (UNICOR) is designed to protect society and reduce crime by preparing inmates for
successful reentry through job training.

L Life Connections Program — a residential faith-based program, not religion specific.

* Mental Health Step Down Program —a P_rogram for inmates who do not require inpatient treatment but lack the skills to
function in a general populationprison setting.

Post-Secondary Education College level classes are provided by credentialed instructors from the community who deliver
coursework leading to either the Associates or bachelor’s degree.

[] k/l * Residential Drug Abuse Program (RDAP) — an intensive treatment program where offenders experience living in a pro-social
community.

Resolve Program — a program for those with a mental health diagnosis related to trauma.
